1310/11 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS:

1311/11 APPROVAL OF MINUTES HELD ON 12th SEPTEMBER 2011  

RESOLVED: The following addition should be made to 1297/11

d) The litter bin on Mitre Field had not been emptied during the summer holidays and wasps had caused problems. Arrangements for emptying would be improved next year.

And then that these be signed as a true record

Standing orders lifted for Public Speaking and Planning.

1312/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

a) The recycling bins at the Village Hall were overflowing as parked cars were preventing them from being emptied. St Wystans School and the Health Centre would be contacted concerning the car parking issues.

b) A wall was leaning dangerously outside 96-98 High Street, Repton. Derbyshire County Council had been alerted.

c) The inaugural meeting to discuss the celebrations for the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee had been well attended.

1313/11 COUNTY, DISTRICT AND PARISH COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

a) District Councillor Stanton informed the meeting that County Councillor Ford was progressing the restoration and protection of Repton Cross and the query regarding the new pavement at Mount Pleasant. Councillors expressed concern at the delays in approving a scheme and would continue to highlight this matter.

b) Regarding the change of use from amenity land to garden land at the corner of Askew Grove, District Councillor Smith reported that SDDC would provide £5000 of funding to the village for a local project approved by the Corporate Services Committee. He was thanked for his assistance in securing the money.

c) Councillor McArdle had received complaints concerning the condition of the hedge between the allotments and the burial ground. Councillor Shortt replied that obstructions on the side of the allotments needed to be removed before the hedge could be cut.

d) Councillor Shortt said that at the recent Safer Neighbourhood meeting the Police had expressed support for placing notices on cars blocking the pavements.  This would be further discussed at the next meeting.

e) Councillor Cumming said that the slide at Mitre field required some attention – SDDC could provide some assistance in carrying out this work.

9 2011 0794 The demolition of 2 dwellings and the erection of 4 detached dwellings at 14-16 Askew Grove, Repton – District Councillor Stanton would make enquiries on behalf of the Parish Council concerning the total density of the housing development, as the first application was for 15 dwellings, and would query whether further funding should in consequence be made available to the village.

1315/11 CLERK’S REPORT

a) Bank Mandates

New bank mandates have been duly signed and will be submitted to the banks. 

b) Royal British Legion Poppy Wreath

The Parish Council would again order a poppy wreath for Remembrance Day. 

c) Request for scattering of ashes in Burial Ground

A local resident had asked permission to scatter a relative’s ashes in the burial ground.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council granted permission for the scattering of the ashes.

d) Broomhills Pavilion Electrical Testing

The 3 year electrical testing was due for Broomhills Pavilion and it was agreed that the Clerk would obtain 3 quotes prior to the next meeting.

e)  Repton School Site Meeing

 The Planning Committee of SDDC would be holding a site meeting on Tuesday 11th October. Members of the Parish Council could attend but would be unable to participate.

f)  South Derbyshire Police

A reply had been received concerning the near miss accident in Milton. South Derbyshire Police would liaise with Derbyshire County Council and the Safer Neighbourhood Team concerning this issue. PC Fearn intended to be present at the next Parish Council meeting to discuss parking matters.

g) Grit Bins

SDDC would be labelling the local grit bins to aid refilling over the winter.

1316/11 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

a) A finance meeting would be scheduled for November, the date to be advised.

b) Reliable reports had been received of drug dealing within the village. Residents would be made aware of this problem through the Parish magazine, asking them to report any incidents to the Police, whilst maintaining their own safety.

1317/11 ARBORETUM PLANTING – CLLR McGAHAN

Eight of the 15 trees planted last autumn had died and there was a waiting list of 4 people wishing to dedicate trees this year. Woodgrow Horticulture had been asked  to visit the site to examine the trees. Cllr McGahan would make further enquiries regarding the planting and this item would be discussed again at the next meeting.

1318/11 BURIAL GROUND REPORT – CLLR McARDLE

Whilst some of the graves were still over adorned with ornaments and shrubs, local residents had commented that there had been a general improvement in the appearance of the burial ground. 

RESOLVED: In the case of all new interments the Clerk would issue a copy of the regulations direct to the families of the deceased, not to the undertakers. Councillors would continue to monitor the appearance of the plots.

1319/11 USE OF BROOMHILLS PAVILION – CLLR PERKS

The local playgroup had expressed interest in hiring the pavilion for their sessions. Whilst providing an additional source of income this would result in an increased volume of traffic and deterioration in the surface of the lane. 

RESOLVED: A group of Councillors would investigate the feasibility of the playgroup hiring the pavilion on a regular basis.
