1332/11 HIGH STREET PARKING CONGESTION – DERBYSHIRE POLICE

PC Chris Fearn addressed the meeting and suggested 2 changes to ease the situation:

i) Widen the entrance to the Bulls Head to accommodate 2 way traffic

ii) Double yellow lines in front of the Bulls Head premises

The Police would issue enforcement notices where there was an obstruction ie. should a wheelchair / pushchair be blocked from using the pavement.

Other suggestions were:

i) Extending the Bulls Head car park at the rear

ii) Requesting the use of the dental practice car park during the evenings.

iii) Polite notices to be attached to car windscreens

County Councillor Ford would organise a meeting between DCC, the owner of the Bulls Head and Parish Councillors to discuss these suggestions. PC Chris Fearn would consider a wording for polite notices.

1333/11 ABORETUM TREE PLANTING –WOODGROW HORTICULTURE LTD

Martin Woodhouse explained that the lack of water during this year and the poor soil quality were the causes of many of the trees from the last planting failing.

He offered to replace the 9 failed trees, which were planted bare rooted, with container grown tress at the lower price of the bare rooted ones.

If the Parish Council undertook a maintenance contract with Woodgrow Horticulture, then, any trees that failed in the future would be replaced free of charge.
