1341/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

a) A member of the public raised concerns regarding the future of Derbyshire County Council’s Youth Service. County Councillor Ford informed the meeting that full consultation would take place prior to any change in service provision.

b) The possibility of re-opening the footpath on the Repton side of the river, Bridleway 42, to Brook End, was raised. The designated working group would examine this issue.

c) The bridge on the footpath from Well Lane to Broomhills is in a dangerous state of repair. This has already been reported to Derbyshire County Council, but would be pursued again.

d) After football matches people had noticed  rubbish being left behind on the football pitches at Broomhills, The football club would be asked to be more vigilant.

1342/11 COUNTY, DISTRICT AND PARISH COUNCILLORS’ REPORTS

a) District Councillor Stanton reported that currently there was no mechanism in place to deal with the impact of piecemeal property development within an area, such as the continuing Askew Grove development within Repton. However further enquiries would be made on our behalf.

b) County Councillor Ford was to convene a meeting regarding car parking issues in the village within the next week.

c) County Councillor Ford informed the meeting that further consultation would take place before part-time night lighting was introduced.

d) Councillor Perks updated the meeting on the proposals for reinstating a cross on the top of Repton Cross. As this was a grade 1 listed monument the Parish Council would be required to apply to English Heritage for permission.
