1210/11 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS:  Councillor Court declared an interest in item number 11- Contribution to Village Hall Renovation Fund, in his role as Chairman of the Village Hall Committee.

1212/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

· Reports were received of large articulated lorries, in particular a Spar lorry, using the route from the Hartshorne direction and then Main Street when the roads are not suitable for these vehicles. 

RESOLVED: The Parish Council would make enquiries with Derbyshire County Council concerning Repton weight restrictions.

· Regarding planning application 9 2010 0991U- the change of use of former public toilets to offices at Repton toilets, Burton Road, Repton, concerns were expressed about the use of shutters.

RESOLVED: The clerk would contact South Derbyshire District Council and ask for sight of the proposals.

1214/11 CLERK’S REPORT

a) Allotments

The waiting list for new allotments currently has 7 names and there have been requests from existing holders to transfer to larger plots when they become available.

RESOLVED: All larger plots will be divided and allocated to new tenants from the waiting list when they become available.

A formal request had been received for the erection of permanent fencing with a gate and also a timber tool storage shed.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council upheld the rule not to allow permanent structures to be erected on the allotments.

Reports have been received that the area between allotments 15 & 16 is becoming a general tip.

RESOLVED: The clerk will contact the Clean Team at South Derbyshire District Council to ask for help clearing the debris.

b) Table Tennis Club

.The table tennis club should be active later this month and a formal agreement is required.

RESOLVED: The club would be given the first 2 sessions free and then charged at a rate of £10 per session. A formal agreement would be issued and a £50 donation towards equipment was approved.

c) Maintenance of the Cross Floodlights

The floodlights at the Cross are due to be changed. DCC have estimated a cost of £175.00

RESOLVED: to place the order for the floodlight bulbs.

d) Community Speedwatch

South Derbyshire Police had written offering involvement in the re-launch of Community Speedwatch.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council would liaise with Repton School concerning involvement.

e) Climbing Wall Village Party

The Parish Council approved a booking for the climbing wall for use at the Village Party on 7th May - 3 hours at a rate of £315 PLUS vat.

f) EON Parish Council Packs

A demonstration pack of items to keep handy in case of power cuts is now available in the parish office.

g) SDDC Flood Liaison Meeting

The next meeting is Tuesday 22nd March at 10.00am, a representative from the Parish Council will try to attend.

h) Footpaths

Footpath 16: SDDC are unable to trace the landowner, however they have tied the fence up and cut back the vegetation to open up the path.

Reports have also been received of an electrified fence next to the footpath between Springfield Road and Milton.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council would investigate this matter.

i) The Boot Inn, Repton   

SDDC had replied that a planning application is not required concerning the bricked up door.

j) DCC- Waiting Restrictions Repton   

DCC are proposing to revoke the waiting restrictions order in Repton. 

RESOLVED: To be an agenda item at the next meeting.

1215/11 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

a) Staffordshire Hoard

An official reply has not yet been received from Stoke-on-Trent City Council; however, press reports state that the Staffordshire Hoard will not be on display in Repton. The Chair expressed disappointment at both this decision and also the lack of a response to the application.

RESOLVED: The clerk will write to Stoke-on-Trent City Council expressing these views.

b) East Midlands Airport

East Midlands Airport is asking people not to launch Chinese lanterns near the flight path as there is a danger of them being sucked into engines. Repton Parish Council has already banned the launching of these lanterns from all council property.

c) Parish Council Elections

Elections will take place on the 5th of May and information will be placed in the Parish magazine informing residents of their eligibility to stand.

1216/11 LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK UNDER THE LOCALISM BILL

Communities are to now have a greater say in how their neighbourhoods should grow. House-building targets set by the last Government have been scrapped but there is still a need for more housing in South Derbyshire. Neighbourhood plans are to be developed by SDDC for each area. This will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting and the Parish Council will review the response it submitted to last year’s consultation.
