1225/11 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS:  Councillor Court declared interests in item number 12 (c) – Payment to Village Hall Renovation Fund, in his role as Chairman of the Village Hall Committee; and planning application no 9 2011 0167 The erection of 5 roofed pergolas in beer garden and a permanent roof over covered walk way at 84 High St, Repton - again in his role as Chairman of the Village Hall Committee.

1226/11 APPROVAL OF MINUTES HELD ON 14TH FEBRUARY 2011  

Amendment made to 1212/11:

Reports were received of large articulated lorries, in particular a Spar lorry, entering from Hartshorne and exiting along another route, the roads being subject to a 7.5 ton weight limit for through traffic.

RESOLVED: That these then be signed as a true record

1227/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

· Reports were received of antisocial behaviour in the Pinfold Close / Springfield Road area. The Parish Council replied that new youth activities were to start in Willington covering all the local villages and it was hoped these might help reduce such behaviour.
· The Parish Council was asked to propose new yellow lines along Pinfold Lane to eradicate the problem of cars parking on both sides of the road. The Parish Council replied that this was not feasible due to Derbyshire County Council’s proposal to remove all parking restrictions in Repton.
· The proposal for village festivities to celebrate the Royal Wedding were progressing well – Repton Casuals would be organising ball skills and asked if the Parish Council could provide indemnity cover insurance.

The Parish Council would contact their insurance company and ascertain if a cost was involved.

· The Parish Council was asked if they could provide a display and information table at the Village Party on May 7th.

The Chair replied that they would consider what the Parish Council could offer.

9 2010 0760NO – The removal of existing stables to provide new stables, manege and increased width for site entrance at 7 Main St, Milton – granted subject to 16 conditions

1229/11 CLERK’S REPORT

a) Allotments

The responsibility for maintaining the allotments belonged to the Parish Council and the Clean Team could not be used.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council would work with one of the allotment holders to improve the composting area.

b) Table Tennis Club

 At the moment this was not running and the organisers were considering using The Den at The Mitre field instead of Broomhills Pavilion.
c) Repton Casuals Football Club Agreement

The football team organisers had expressed concerns over the responsibility for evacuating the Pavilion in the event of fire, as spectators had free use of the building during the matches. Also evacuation of the changing rooms would be difficult if a fire blocked the internal door.

RESOLVED: The Parish Council would review this agreement in light of the report being prepared for Broomhills Pavilion.  

d) Community Speedwatch

Repton School were co-ordinating the operation for September.

e) Footpaths

Derbyshire County Council were progressing investigations concerning footpaths 32, 7 and 17

f) Bulky Waste Collection

The cost of this service was £230 + vat

RESOLVED: Not to organise at the present time due to budget restraints

g) Grass Verge Springfield Road

Derbyshire County Council is not in a position to erect bollards to prevent damage to the grass verges due to financial constraints.

h) Saxon Hoard

Heather Wheeler MP would make enquiries concerning the decision not to exhibit the display in Repton

i) Repton Village Party 

A formal letter of thanks for sponsoring the climbing wall had been received from the organising committee.

1230/11 CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS: 

a) Conservation Area Expansion

In view of this proposal the Chair recommended the inclusion of Wood End, Repton.

b) South Derbyshire District Council - Council Tax Bill

The council tax bill from South Derbyshire District Council showed a

1.3% decrease in the charge for Repton Parish Council instead of the 0% change expected.

RESOLVED: To register an interest in the land, request a plan of the site and ascertain who would be responsible for boundary maintenance.
