1281/11 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS:  

Councillor Jerram expressed a prejudicial interest in planning application 9 2011 0501 – The erection of a dwelling at Cedar Wood, Burton Road, Repton – due to the proximity of his residence.

1282/11 APPROVAL OF MINUTES HELD ON 13th JUNE 2011  

RESOLVED: That these be signed as a true record

Standing orders lifted for Public Speaking and Planning.

1283/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

· A member of the public expressed safety concerns due to residents double parking in Meadow Close and Hill View. Emergency vehicles would have difficulty negotiating these streets due to the parked cars. 

· It was reported that the Speedwatch campaign, due to take place in September, was proving difficult to organise, owing to personnel changes within the Police Force.

1284/11 County, District and Parish Councillors’ Reports

· County Councillor Ford reported that local boundaries were to be reviewed with the Boundary Commission, with the aim of realignment for greater fairness in terms of the numbers of population represented.

· County Councillor Ford also informed the meeting that whilst the report on the conservation of Repton Cross had now been completed there were no funds currently available for this work.

· Councillor Jerram reported that allotment holders have requested to meet with Parish Councillors, with regard to the compost mound and other issues.

· Councillor Shortt stated that litter and dog waste were causing problems at Mitre field. The litter bin was now not emptied regularly nor was the field checked for debris. The Scout Leaders were offering to provide this service for a small charge and this item would be on the agenda at the next meeting. The fence posts at the edge of the field near Chestnut Way were also rotting and in need of attention.

· Councillor McGahan reported that following the refuse collection at St Wystan’s Church the bin was being left by the War Memorial, which could cause damage.

1285/11 PLANNING MATTERS

Councillor Jerram left the meeting due to the prejudicial interest expressed.

RESOLVED: 9 2011 0501 –Councillor Shortt would recheck the proposed plans with regard to the village development envelope. If the plans were outside the village development boundary the Parish Council would object on this basis and also on the grounds of establishing a precedent for future development.

Councillor Jerram rejoined the meeting.

1286/11 CLERK’S REPORT

a) Sites for Tree Planting

There were no suitable areas for new tree planting, contributing to the development of the National Forest, within this area.

b) Dumping of waste at Monsom Lane Allotments

Several complaints had been received concerning the growing waste mound on the allotments. The Parish Council had now removed non-compostable waste and a meeting would be arranged between allotment holders and a sub group of Councillors.

c) DCC Excellence in the Community Awards & Nominations to carry the Olympic Torch

The Parish Council would nominate deserving local residents for the Excellence in the Community Awards.

d)  Grass Cutting at Broomhills

The Clerk confirmed that the contract was for the whole field to be cut 13 times a year.

e)  Additional light at Pinfold Close

Derbyshire County Council recommended locating the light half way between the steps and the cut through to the garage block and also suggested pruning any overhanging branches.

RESOLVED: To proceed with the proposed location and investigate responsibility for the pruning of the branches.

f) Request for use of Mitre Field

A local resident had asked permission for the use of part of the field for a family celebration.

RESOLVED:  The Parish Council has no objections but can not grant exclusive use of the field.

g)  Graffiti Removal Application

Derbyshire County Council is working with the Probation Community Payback Trust to offer a graffiti removal service.

RESOLVED: There were no sites currently in need of this service.

h) Road surface on Springfield Road

Derbyshire County Council had informed the Clerk that instructions had been issued for minor repairs to keep this area safe. The works were subject to the funding being available.

i) Closure of St Wystan’s Churchyard

The Ministry of Justice had confirmed that the churchyard was now closed for all new burials.

j) Noise Disturbance Saturday 2nd July

A complaint had been received from a resident concerning the noise levels at Repton School Prom – which continued until 1 am.

RESOLVED: This item has been reported to Repton School for investigation.

k) De-silting of Repton Brook

The Environment Agency has informed the Parish Council that de-silting will take place on a 6 year routine programme starting in 2012/13.

RESOLVED: To try to bring the work forward to avoid any possible flooding problems.
