1297/11 PUBLIC SPEAKING:  

a) The ‘public toilets’ sign outside the Bulls Head was in need of restoration.  A local resident offered to carry out the work. The Parish Council thanked him.

b) A near miss road traffic accident was reported at Milton – due to cars parked on the road. 

c) The presence of scrap metal trucks circulating the area was highlighted – residents being urged to check their credentials.

1298/11 County, District and Parish Councillors’ Reports

a) District Councillor Smith publicised the ‘Localism Event’ organised by the Local Government Group, 14th November at the Assembly Rooms. Derby.

b) Councillors questioned the cost of new pavements being installed on Mount Pleasant Road, which would have little public benefit, when there were areas in greater need of attention.

c) Councillor McArdle reported on the recent meeting with allotment holders. The main issues raised were the rubbish dump – now improved; strimming of the path; the work required on some plots prior to planting and the tap bursting in winter. Also the felling of a cherry tree on the boundary had been approved.

d) A local community group had been informed that the rent charged by SDDC for the use of the Community Room would be increasing significantly, District Councillor Smith offered to investigate.

e) The tree planted in the arboretum on behalf of the Royal British Legion had not survived. All trees would be examined and the Arboretum would be discussed at the next meeting.

f) The Millennium Book would be taken out of the Records Office at DCC and photographed.
