Heritage and footpaths report May 2026
Good news that we have been successful in obtaining a grant towards the cost of the new Solar Street Light between the Butchers and Red Lion.
Safer South Derbyshire’s offer of £1,211.28 is against an incurred expenditure of £1,615.01 from the Safer Neighbourhoods Community Funding.

Matt Benfield is trying to arrange a meeting at The Cross with Highways to discuss what can be done to repair and refurbish the ancient monument and its surrounds.
 The Claim to add a Public Footpath from Tanners Lane to River Trent has been circulated to Councillors. It was submitted by The Peak and Northern Footpaths Society over 5 years ago. Our support and historical information  should help the application.
 Next footpaths walk  for councillors is on  Friday 15 May  meeting at the Allotments/Burial Ground . Please let me know if you can attend. We can walk along Monsom lane towards Meadow Lane and back through Milton.

Incident resilience
Cllr Hess attended the DCC Flood Forum on 22 April. It was noted that new National Standards for sustainable drainage systems (SuDS) have been adopted by DCC. These require a net reduction in peak runoff from new developments. This means that the peak runoff rate from new developments should be less than would have been expected from the site if it were ‘greenfield’. RPC should ensure that this is being followed in all new planning applications.

Natural Flood Management
· Cllrs Dickson and Hess and Dr Farrell met with a key landowner whose land effects both the Repton Brook and the Bentley Brook. He was positive about NFM interventions on his land, but subject to funding. This is a positive step and discussions will continue.
· Cllr Hess met with Alex Beck (Gibson Technology) regarding potential interventions on land they own which could affect flooding on Main Street.
· The national funding mechanism for NFM has changed and there will be more funding than before, with more opportunities for charities and NGOs (e.g. Rivers Trust) to bid. Cllr Hess has followed-up with Alex Back (Project Engineer-Flood Risk Team, DCC) and arranged a meeting for 12th May to identify potential funding linked to Trent Rivers Trust.
